, the Owner(s) of the real property described above, hereby declare my (our) intention to invoke the intra-family transfer exemption, for use of the owner or child of owner,  permitting cumulative cutting, clearing or grading of 20,000 square feet of forest or less , for the  use of the above described property, or a portion thereof, in accordance with the provisions of Section 100-15, of the Dorchester County Grading, Erosion and Sediment Control Ordinance and COMAR 08.19.01.04, for a period of at least five (5) consecutive full taxable years following this date.

This declaration grants an exemption for the residential construction activity that is constructed on an existing single lot providing it does not result in the cutting, clearing, or grading of more than 20,000 square feet of forest based on the Dorchester County Grading, Erosion, and Sediment Control Ordinance.  If the Owner(s) makes an application for an activity, regulated under Chapter 100-15, Grading, Erosion and Sediment Control, and exceeds the aforementioned limits within the forest, or violates the requirements of a previous Forest Conservation Plan on all or part of the property described above within five (5) year period, the Owner(s) may be required to meet the forest conservation threshold established in the aforementioned ordinance and may be assessed a noncompliance fee for forested areas cleared in violation of this ordinance.
The existence of this Declaration of Intent does not preclude other exempt activities as specified in Section 100-4 and 100-15 of the Dorchester County Grading, Erosion and Sediment Control Ordinance.
