Dear Customer,

Under Chapter 110-4 of the Dorchester County Code, all non-owner occupied one and two family, and multi-family dwelling units must be registered with Dorchester County Planning and Zoning.  The registration fee is $30.00 and is due by December 31st. (Fee is increased to $40.00 if paid after March 31st.) The attached form must be complete for each new and renewal of a rental property.  Please complete one form for each rental property. [Note: If rental property is located within a municipality (e.g. City of Cambridge) you do not need to register with Dorchester County]

Also please be aware that rental dwelling units constructed prior to 1978 are required to be registered with the Maryland Department of Environment (MDE). Dorchester County is prohibited by law from registering any rental unit built before 1978 unless it is either certified as lead-free or it has been registered with MDE.

The property in question has been identified as a possible rental unit from one or more of the following databases:

A. Previously registered as a rental unit with Dorchester County.
B. Registered as a rental unit with MDE.
C. Identified by the State Department of Assessment and Taxation as not the principal residence of the property owner.

            If the dwelling unit will not be rented at any time during calendar year 2017, or if the unit is vacant or in a life estate, then mark the form as such, sign it and return it to our office without the registration fee.  Otherwise, please complete the form in its entirety, sign and return it with payment of $30.00/unit made out to “Dorchester County Planning & Zoning.”
